= Qur partnership with United Way raises necessary funds to address issues specific to local Comcast communities. In 2010, Comcast
employees contributed nearly $4.8 million to United Way, and the Comcast Foundation contributed an additional $1.5 million in grants to local
United Ways in recognition of our employees’ generosity.

= Comcast Cares Day, our annual day of volunteer service, reaches neighborhoods in 39 states and Washington D.C. Our community partners
for Comcast Cares Day projects are predominantly organizations serving critical needs in lower income neighborhoods. Since 2001, Comcast
Cares Day has mobilized over 1.7 million hours of community service to nearly 3,000 projects nationwide.

= In the 10 years since the Comcast Leaders and Achievers Scholarship program began, we have awarded more then $13.4 million in grants to
more than 13,400 students.
